Clay and Sculpture 11 Syllabus

Course Description / Prerequisites

Prerequisite: Foundations of Art and Clay and Sculpture |

In clay and sculpture Il students will learn advanced techniques in communicating in the visual language of
3 dimensions. Through studying sculpture throughout history, and working in various media students will
become proficient in a number of ways of making sculpture. Students will create 3 dimensional artworks
using clay, plaster, fibers, found objects, paper-mache, wire, wood, and other materials. Students will
expand on their knowledge of the safe and proper use of tools, including carving tools, and the potter’'s
wheel to solve visual and spatial problems. Students will explore personal expression and have the
opportunity to complete both individual and collaborative sculptures. Students will design and make
magquettes for site specific sculptures intended to relate to the school and the landscape.

Course Objectives / Outcomes / Expectations/ Topics

Students will understand various technologies involved in creating sculpture.

Students will research the history of sculpture and ceramics, and how artists have used materials to
communicate in the visual language of 3 dimensions.

Students will research and make presentations on a sculptor of their choice.

Students will critique and exhibit their original artworks.
